You may have noticed in the latest utility bill that glass recyclables will no 
longer be picked up curbside. (The notice can be found in the second paragraph.) 
Ann Kirk, the director of the Keep Smyrna Beautiful initiative, regretfully said 
that the cost of processing glass containers outweighs the return value. Rather 
than pass this cost on to the taxpaying homeowners, they have opted to discon-
tinue the glass recycling. BFI will continue to pick-up glass until the end of the 
year. However, any glass that is picked up will be removed and sent to the 
landfill. The City of Smyrna will be taking over the pick-up in January. The 
good news is that the city will continue to recycle glass if brought to the recy-
cling center at 645 Smyrna Hill Drive.
